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the fight







       Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil walks about 
like a roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour.  (1 Pet 5:8)


It is probably impossible to overstate the significance of this verse found in 1 Pet 5:8.  The truths revealed by it are certainly some of the most neglected truths in all of Scripture.  The cost of this neglect is beyond measure.  The impact of it has resulted in countless broken homes, innumerable shattered lives, and a degree of destruction and devastation that no words in any language are capable of describing.  As a matter of fact, the devastation is so extreme that any attempt to quantify it would fall so incredibly short that the attempt itself could only be described as an act of utter futility.  For in this verse we not only learn that we have an adversary, but we learn who he is and what his actions and intentions are concerning us.  Notice that Peter makes it personal. He says, “your” adversary.  He, the Devil, is your adversary!  He is coming to devour you!  You need not go looking for THE FIGHT. Your adversary will bring it to you.  It does not matter if you want it or if you are ready for it.  It is coming.  

The reality of this battle is further expounded in Eph 6:11-12 and 2 Cor 10:3-5.

 Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the 
wiles of the devil. For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places. (Eph 6:11-12)

For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh. For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, casting down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ, (2 Cor 10:3-5) 

In light of these painfully clear passages of Scripture, I would like to point out four truths that you absolutely must recognize, or it will be impossible for you not to be destroyed by this battle.  If that sounds like an overly dramatic conclusion, it only shows how successful our adversary has been seeking to lull us to sleep while our lives and the lives of our loved ones are being destroyed.  

So what are these four essential truths that every Christian must know?

1. You must recognize that this is a REAL BATTLE!  It is not a metaphor or a fictional story intended to convey some moral truth. It is a real battle with a real adversary that is intent on devouring you and your loved ones.  Though this battle is a spiritual battle and therefore unseen with the human eye, its reality is exposed in the aftermath of destruction left behind in broken homes and shattered lives resulting from losing the battle.  

2.  You must know for certain that to choose to ignore this battle or to choose not to fight this battle is to choose to lose this battle.  Not to engage in this fight is to GUARANTEE your defeat!  You can hope all you want and even pray night and day that you not lose this battle, but if you do not fight, your defeat is inevitable! 

3.  In order to win the battle you must fight this fight God’s way.  You do not look to men for your strategy regardless of their “wisdom”, or their claim to answers, or their popularity.  If you do not fight this spiritual battle in the manner revealed by God in His word, you are certain to lose.  You have NO right to expect victory unless you pursue victory His way, according to His word.  Therefore, ignorance of His word regarding your battles is again, a guarantee of defeat.  Such a loss should not come as a surprise or lead to a false conclusion about the heart of God toward you. Instead, your defeat should be expected with the highest degree of certainty. 

4.  You must know that God loves you and desires for you to win.  If you do not know this, preferably before the battle even starts, you will likely lose the most intense battles. This is because in the darkest and most difficult times of your struggle, your adversary will convince you that God is against you. Once this happens, you are far more inclined to lose faith and be defeated.  So, before the enemy of your soul has a chance to do that, you must come to know the heart of God through prayer and His word so this tactic of the Devil is rendered useless.
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          WHAT IF YOU KNEW HOW YOUR
      ADVERSARY WOULD ATTACK?


Now the king of Syria was making war against Israel; and he consulted with his servants, saying, "My camp will be in such and such a place. And the man of God sent to the king of Israel, saying, "Beware that you do not pass this place, for the Syrians are coming down there."  Then the king of Israel sent someone to the place of which the man of God had told him. Thus he warned him, and he was watchful there, not just once or twice. Therefore the heart of the king of Syria was greatly troubled by this thing; and he called his servants and said to them, "Will you not show me which of us is for the king of Israel?"  And one of his servants said, "None, my lord, O king; but Elisha, the prophet who is in Israel, tells the king of Israel the words that you speak in your bedroom."  (2 Ki 6:8-12)

Here we read how the king of Syria was waging war against God’s chosen people, Israel.  However, every attempt he would make was unsuccessful because the king of Israel knew in advance what Syria’s ruler had planned.  Knowing this, he simply informed the commander of his army, and the enemy’s attack was thwarted.  Israel’s king knew how his adversary would attack because God’s word came to him through the prophet Elisha.  By responding to the word of the LORD, the king of Israel thwarted each attack.

What if, in a similar fashion, you were to get a copy of your adversary’s planned attack against you and your loved  ones?  And what if, along with how he would attack being exposed beforehand, you were also told by the word of God, steps you can take that will lead to your being victorious in that battle? 

If such a thing would cause you to rejoice and respond, then please continue because that is exactly what you are about to learn in this section of THE FIGHT.  Of course, one of the differences between the two scenarios is that each revelation Elisha gave the king of Israel detailed methods of attack by the king of Syria that were absolutely certain; in this manual, the plans of your adversary that are exposed are those he most commonly and most successfully uses against the people of God.  Not all of them will be used against every Christian.  However, time and experience have shown them to be his most relied upon tactics used to devour the children of God.  

Once you take the steps which reveal “where” your adversary will most likely attack (or is presently attacking), you will be guided to THE MINIMAL LIST to “Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil” (Eph 6:11).   It is the living Word that will show you how to “submit to God”, and “resist the devil” so “he will flee from you” (Jam 4:7).  Paul even states this is one of the very purposes that the Scripture was written; speaking of events recorded in the Old Testament he says, “these things happened to them as examples, and they were written for our admonition, ... .” (1 Cor 10:10).  Again in Romans he writes, “For whatever things were written before were written for our learning, ... .” (Rom 15:4).  

In Second Chronicles chapter twenty we have a written example of the benefit of seeking the LORD regarding an adversary’s attack against God’s people.  If you read the entire chapter you will learn that this was a battle that Judah did not purpose to start.  They did not go looking for a fight.  The fight came looking for them!  Multiple adversaries had joined together to “devour” God’s people.  Instead of ignoring the reality of this battle, which would 
have certainly led to Judah’s destruction, the king and the people sought the mercy and help of God.  The result was (2Ch 20:17) God let them know they would not need to fight in the battle (i.e. It would not be a battle of flesh and blood); instead, they were to believe His word: “Jehoshaphat stood and said, "Hear me, O Judah and you inhabitants of Jerusalem: Believe in the LORD your God, and you shall be established” (v.20).  God informed the people of Judah (v.16) precisely where their adversaries would attack and gave them the steps they would need to follow in order to win this battle that, otherwise, would have most assuredly led to their defeat (see v.12).  In believing and obeying the Word of the LORD, the people of Judah experienced an unforgettable victory!  

Remember, these “things were written ... for our learning” (Rom 15:4).  If we study this story, we find:
1.  The people of Judah were painfully aware of the reality of the battle they were about to face.
2.  They did not ignore it, which would certainly have led to their destruction, but instead they would fight.
3.  They would not “war according to the flesh”, for their weapons would not be carnal (2Cor 10:3).  This battle, if it was to be won, would necessarily have to be fought God’s way; which was by believing what He had spoken.
4.  Judah’s only hope rested in the fact that God loved them and He revealed His desire for them to have victory over their enemies.  Had they not been certain of this they would have never trusted Him to deliver them and would have likely submitted to their enemies out of fear and lost the victory God desired for them.

Now it is time to find out what your adversary most likely has planned for you and how you can defeat him.
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(STEP 1)
“highlighting” your greatest battles



On the next few pages you will find a list of THE ENEMY’S MOST COMMON PLANS AGAINST THE CHRISTIAN.  Underlined and located in the center column of each page is the intended victim your enemy seeks to devour (e.g., EVERY CHRISTIAN; CHILDREN; TEENAGERS; etc.).  To the left, underlined and in bold (black) print are listed many of his most popular and successful attacks against that particular type of person.  Read through every type of attack listed on each page. If you find an attack you believe the enemy is using against you, highlight it.  Even if the heading in the center column does not accurately describe the intended victim (i.e. you), still highlight the attack.  For example, you may be a single woman who is struggling with pride; yet, PRIDE is not a heading found under SINGLE WOMEN. Instead, it is found under SINGLE MEN since it is more commonly a struggle they experience. Nevertheless, you should still highlight it because you recognize it as a battle in your own life. Follow this same pattern for any attack you struggle with even though it may not appear under the center heading which specifically applies to you. 

Once you have highlighted the most likely type of attacks, you will want to look under each individual attack where you will find numerous headings/topics which appear in THE MINIMAL LIST pertaining to that particular attack. For example, if you selected the attack “KEEP YOU OUT OF THE WORD” which is found in the EVERY CHRISTIAN category (seen below), there are eleven headings/topics pertaining to that specific attack beginning with COMMANDMENTS and ending with WORD OF GOD.

Your next step is to go to the page in THE MINIMAL LIST  where that heading/topic is found, and highlight it. Follow this same pattern for each of the individual headings/topics that are listed under the attacks you have already selected and highlighted. Continue following this same pattern until you have highlighted each heading/  topic under every attack you previously selected. The reason for doing this is so that as you follow the reading program for THE MINIMAL LIST, when you come across the headings you have highlighted, you will be reminded to give special attention to the verses found under these particular headings. This extra attention will maximize the positive impact these scriptures have on your heart and life, and it will strongly aid you in finding victory in the related battles and help you to do so in the shortest amount of time.

Before you begin your reading/studying of THE MINIMAL  LIST, it is of the highest importance that you understand that THE MINIMAL LIST is NOT a substitute for regular in-depth Bible reading!  The power and impact of THE MINIMAL LIST is uniquely tied to the extent of your knowledge of the Scripture!  Therefore you are STRONGLY implored to make extensive Bible reading as much a part of your life as possible.  The Bible is the backdrop, source, and foundation for EVERYTHING found in THE FIGHT-THE MINIMAL LIST!  Without that backdrop you  will significantly limit the impact of the material in this book!  So please make use of both written and audio Bibles to get as much of that backdrop as you possibly can!  You are especially encouraged to make use of audio Bibles because they allow you to get the Word in so many scenarios where reading is just not possible. Always remember, there is no book in existence of greater importance than THE BIBLE consisting of the 66 books        from Genesis through Revelation!

Now it is time for you to develop YOUR PERSONAL PRAYER LIST (see page 142 ) that is to be used before or after each reading session you have using THE MINIMAL LIST. You will use the last two pages in this book that have already been designed for this purpose. This way it stays with THE MINIMAL LIST and it will be convenient to access after each reading session. (If you only have a digital copy, you can simply write your prayer list on paper.) You will notice that a number of topics already appear at the beginning of YOUR PERSONAL PRAYER LIST. You will simply add the names of the people you wish to pray for, as well as any additional topics you wish to include. The topics already present on the prayer list are an ESSENTIAL part of this discipleship program. Please be sure to include them in prayer each time you use THE MINIMAL LIST along with any others you have added to the list.

THE MINIMAL LIST consists of 120 pages of scriptures. You will prayerfully read approximately 30 pages every seven days, each day reading the amount that fits your schedule. This will allow you to finish the entire MINIMAL LIST once a month.  You should strive to follow this plan for the rest of your life. (NOTE: In this program, “a week” simply refers to 7 calendar days, not necessarily Sunday through Saturday.).  Day 1 is always the first calendar day of each month. The section you read will be determined by the date, NOT  by the day of the week. You can start the program any day you wish. Use the chart below to find where you will start reading according to what day of the month it is. The first heading for each week tells where to begin your reading. When you come to the second heading, immediately STOP reading. You will start at that heading the following week.

 A LIFE CHANGING DISCIPLESHIP PROGRAM

The power of THE MINIMAL LIST to change your life and your eternity is due to the power and impact of the Word
of God and prayer!  THE MINIMAL LIST is simply designed to help you maximize the impact of both of these. Therefore, you are STRONGLY encouraged to follow the plan as it is laid out. Some persons having read sections of THE MINIMAL LIST, and seeing how powerful the verses are, have thought THE MINIMAL LIST was designed to be used like a topical Bible similar to NAVE’S TOPICAL BIBLE. It would be a serious and very harmful error  if a person were to continue to think that way!  Yes, you can use THE MINIMAL LIST like that, and you will certainly find it to be a great blessing.  However, to use it only that way and to not follow the program as it is presented here would be like a poor man using a giant gold bar solely as a paper weight!  Yes, he would get the benefit of his papers not being lost but he and his family are greatly harmed because the bar could have been used to provide for food, clothing and shelter for them and others. Likewise, if you use THE MINIMAL LIST in a way other than intended, you will get benefit from it, even GREAT benefit, but you will almost certainly not reap the huge potential available to you had you used it as directed. The harm comes from the impact of losing battles and missing out on the goodness that God intended for you and those around you. However, if you follow these steps as laid out here, you can rightly expect to have the greatest years of spiritual growth you have ever experienced!  





POINTS TO PONDER


AFTER READING EACH PASSAGE IN THE MINIMAL LIST, ANSWER THE FOLLOWING QUESTIONS: 


1.  What do you think is the main truth and/or point this passage is making? 

2.  Can you think of a question or two that could be answered by quoting that particular passage? If so, then describe likely scenarios where someone might ask that question.

3.  Ask yourself, “What impact should this passage of Scripture have on my relationship with the Lord and others?”
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WHAT IS THE MINIMAL LIST?

Upon first observation many would assume that THE MINIMAL LIST is simply another topical Bible similar to NAVE’S but significantly smaller.  Though there is a small degree of truth to that, it does not even begin to describe what THE MINIMAL LIST is intended to be.  The goal was never to make another topical Bible.   After all, improving on what is already available would be nearly impossible.  

Instead, the intention would be to gather together a collection of Bible verses that would be critical for every Christian to know if they hoped to successfully fight the fight of faith, and enjoy the life God intended them to have while bringing Him glory and honor.  It would be passages that instruct you on how to be a godly spouse, parent, employee, pastor, etc.  There would be verses that would expose Satan’s tactics to destroy your life and hinder your walk with God, and then show you how to prevent that from happening.  Additional passages would significantly help you to both share and defend your faith. Verses would be included that allow you to recognize and then respond to cults, false teachers, and false prophets.  Doctrinal passages, amongst many other things, would reveal the nature of the Godhead, including the deity of Christ, His physical resurrection, as well as the deity and personhood of the Holy Spirit.  Scriptures included would show you how to live and die in victory.  The first goal would be to sift the Bible to find the most powerful verses dealing with the most critical subjects relating to the life of a Christian and the heart of God; and after collecting these passages, arrange them in a manner which would make them as easy as possible for a person to access, learn, and ideally to even memorize.  The second and most important goal would be that the individual doing these things would fall so in love with the Lord, that getting alone with Him to pray and to know His heart would be the most cherished and pursued time of every day.  Only time will tell if these goals were achieved.  

Initially, THE MINIMAL LIST was developed solely for me to give to my children.  I wanted to know that if something happened to me and I was not around to train them in the Scripture regarding critical subjects they needed for life, that I would at least have taken a significant step in seeing that they had it readily available.  In the meantime while I was with them and able to, I would do all I could to help get the material into their hearts and minds.  After all, I felt this was certainly one of the best ways possible for me to show my love to them and even more importantly to the Lord. Three times in a row Jesus asked Peter if he loved Him.  Peter responded each time by saying, yes he did.  After each of Peter’s affirmations, Jesus exhorted him that if he did indeed love him, that he was to feed His sheep.  So, THE MINIMAL LIST is my heart’s effort to feed not only the sheep that are my children, but also, all those that are His children.  I hope that you will not only be fed by THE MINIMAL LIST, but that you will in turn use it to feed others to the glory of God and the joy of His heart.

Special Note: On the Unity of God and the Distinction of Persons -- It is often argued that if the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit are distinct persons, then they must constitute three Gods. This objection assumes that personal distinction necessarily entails separate and independent existence. Yet Jesus Himself provides a category that challenges that assumption. In Matthew 19:4–6, He declares that two distinct persons—man and woman—become "one flesh." Not merely metaphorically, but as a divinely established reality in which distinction of personhood remains while independent life is no longer permitted. Jesus establishes a vital principle: within Scripture, plurality and unity are not mutually exclusive categories. This principle does not prove the Trinity; rather, it removes the claim that such unity is logically impossible. If two created persons can be described as "one" without contradiction, then it cannot be argued that distinction automatically requires division or multiplication of identity. The objection that "three persons must mean three Gods" is therefore not a logical necessity, but an assumption. Scripture affirms with unambiguous clarity that there is only one God (Deut. 6:4; Isa. 45:5). The Hebrew term used in Deuteronomy 6:4 for "one" is echad — the very same word God chose in Genesis 2:24 to declare husband and wife "one flesh." This is not coincidental. By using echad for both the unity of marriage and the unity of God, Scripture itself establishes that the oneness of God is the same kind of oneness that can embrace personal distinction without contradiction. While echad affirms unity, it does not linguistically restrict that unity to singular personhood. The Shema powerfully declares monotheism; it does not specify the internal manner of God's personal existence. Therefore, the claim that the Shema excludes any personal distinction within the one God goes beyond what the Hebrew text itself demands. The New Testament reveals that the Father is God, the Son is God, and the Holy Spirit is God—while consistently maintaining that God is one. The Spirit is not a mere force, but a personal agent who distributes according to His will (1 Cor. 12:11), speaks (Acts 13:2), and can be grieved (Eph. 4:30). These are not attributes of impersonal power, but of personhood. Likewise, the Son speaks to the Father, is sent by the Father, and shares divine glory (John 17:5), demonstrating distinction without division. The doctrine of the Trinity therefore arises not from philosophical speculation, nor from forcing Hebrew vocabulary beyond its intent, but from holding together all that Scripture affirms: there is one God, and the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit are each fully and eternally divine, yet personally distinct. The three do not constitute independent beings acting in cooperation—that would be Tritheism. Nor are they merely three roles or manifestations of a single person—that would be Modalism. Rather, Scripture compels the conclusion that the one God eternally exists as three distinct persons. Because God is Spirit (John 4:24), His unity is not a physical union like marriage, but an eternal and indivisible unity proper to the divine nature. The divine life is not divided into parts, nor distributed in portions; it is wholly and inseparably possessed. No person of the Godhead exists or acts in isolation from the others. The Trinity does not multiply Gods; it articulates the fullness of the one God's self-revelation. We do not confess three Gods, but one God—Yahweh—whose unity is so complete and whose personal distinction is so real that Scripture affirms both without contradiction. They are, and have always been, the Undivided One.

LAW - THE PURPOSE OF IT:
Rom 4:15  because the law brings about wrath; for where there is no law there is no transgression.

Rom 5:20  Moreover the law entered that the offense might abound. But where sin abounded, grace abounded much more, 

Rom 7:7  What shall we say then? Is the law sin? Certainly not! On the contrary, I would not have known sin except through the law. For I would not have known covetousness unless the law had said, "YOU SHALL NOT COVET." 
Rom 7:8  But sin, taking opportunity by the commandment, produced in me all manner of evil desire. For apart from the law sin was dead. 
Rom 7:9  I was alive once without the law, but when the commandment came, sin revived and I died. 
Rom 7:10  And the commandment, which was to bring life, I found to bring death. 
Rom 7:11  For sin, taking occasion by the commandment, deceived me, and by it killed me. 
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Rom 7:12  Therefore the law is holy, and the commandment holy and just and good. 
Rom 7:13  Has then what is good become death to me? Certainly not! But sin, that it might appear sin, was producing death in me through what is good, so that sin through the commandment might become exceedingly sinful. 

Gal 3:19  What purpose then does the law serve? It was added because of transgressions, till the Seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was appointed through angels by the hand of a mediator. 
Gal 3:20  Now a mediator does not mediate for one only, but God is one.
Gal 3:21  Is the law then against the promises of God? Certainly not! For if there had been a law given which could have given life, truly righteousness would have been by the law.

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7 PRINCIPLES THAT ANSWER: HOW DO YOU DETERMINE WHAT YOU SHOULD BELIEVE ABOUT GOD, SPIRITUAL THINGS, AND LIFE?


PRINCIPLE #1: Let the Scripture be your final authority as to all things pertaining to God, spiritual things, Christian doctrine, and the purpose of life. 


PRINCIPLE #2: Seek to diligently eliminate/minimize commentary! ALWAYS prefer to let the Scripture speak for itself. Don't try to make the case for a belief, let the Scripture make its own case. 


PRINCIPLE #3: Don't go beyond (i.e., add to) what is taught in the Scripture, and do not reject (i.e., take away from) what is taught in the Scripture. 


PRINCIPLE #4: When it seems that two "contrary" truths are clearly being taught by the Scripture, do not reject either of them; instead, seek to reconcile them through research and prayer. If you are unable to reconcile them, teach both. Admit you know they are both true, but at the present time you are not certain how to reconcile them, and leave the paradox to God rather than also violating Principle 3 and "subtract" from God breathed biblical truth and commit sin. 


PRINCIPLE #5:  Don't let individual obscure passages refute doctrinal conclusions that are soundly established by multiple other clear passages. 


PRINCIPLE #6:  Study all the scriptures presented by those who teach something contrary to what you teach. Make sure that those passages do not refute or contradict your position without forcing them to say something they clearly do not say. While you are doing this, be certain to adhere to Principle 2 and Principle 3! 


PRINCIPLE #7: When the Scripture is silent on a specific issue or its teaching does not encompass a topic sufficiently enough to clearly establish a biblical position: 1. Let biblical principle prevail. 2. Let any decision or action line up with both biblical principle and your conscience. Never forge ahead with a belief or an action that will wound your conscience. 


BENEFITS OF FOLLOWING THESE PRINCIPLES:


BENEFIT #1: It is God's answer to producing the strongest degree of unity in a church, a marriage, and a family. 1Co 1:10 NKJV (10) Now I plead with you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that you all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among you, but that you be perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgment. 

BENEFIT #2: It drastically reduces your susceptibility of being led into false doctrine because your faith is soundly established upon the word of God! 

BENEFIT #3: Helps strengthen your peace and confidence when you stand before Christ and have to give an account for what you believed and/or taught others. 

BENEFIT #4: In connection to the benefit just stated, consider this thought, it is highly likely that as you pass these PRINCIPLES on to other Christians, which includes those persons that are the closest to you, maybe a spouse or your children, etc., you are most likely giving them the most beneficial instruction regarding their pursuit of God and the Scriptures that they will ever receive from anyone! After all, like you, they will also have to give an account for what they have done and taught. Following these PRINCIPLES, because of the fact that your faith will have been clearly founded upon the unshakable, infinitely powerful, everlasting word of the Almighty God, they will also gain each of these benefits!
